Report from Oli below: 

Me and Craig entered this and the weather was glorious for a 4 lap road race on Sunday morning!  
 
It started off quite fast with the odd one or two people attacking off the front for the first lap with the peleton 
immediately chasing them down. Just before the start of the 2nd lap the Derby Merc rider attacked and me 
and the Dinnington RC rider bridged the gap to form a decent breakaway. However, we must have looked 
quite dangerous as riders keen to get into our break repeatedly attacked off the front - a few joined us but 
most who did weren't keen on contributing to the workload and only succeeded in helping drag the peleton 
up to us, we we're brought back after a lap. With 2 laps to go and the peleton one again something strange 
happened, everyone stopped riding!!  
 
No-one wanted to pull on the front and no-one was keen trying to get another break going. We literally went 
along at 18mph . Any riders that did go off the front by themselves were left to their own devices but if more 
than one of us attacked that prompted a standard "up, up, up" response from the peleton. The Dinnington 
rider that won quickly realised this and cleverly attacked fast and alone just before the start of the final lap. 
A few sharp corners later meant he was quickly out of sight (and out of mind) and he TTed to the finish. 
Made easy by the ridiculously slow pace of the peleton. The finish came down to a crowded slightly uphill 
bunch sprint which I started from nearly last position. Craig got stuck behind several riders who all kicked 
too early and came to a near standstill as the road levelled and rose again before the line. I managed to 
find a few gaps and was just beaten to 3rd in the bunch sprint by a Sheffrec rider with Craig finishing 
around 15th.  
 
The event was well run but the circuit was a little dull being pretty flat with a lot of long straight roads. It was 
a nice way to end our first year of road racing with the weather being soo good though.

After a race down the A1 to London following the Shipley Cross race on Saturday, Ollie then had the first of 
the National Trophy races in South Shields Tyneside on Sunday lunch time. It was blowing a gale across 
the fields but at least it was relatively dry. Things didn’t start well with Ollie coming off in the warm up time 
on part of the course going round an island which was a service road for the leisure centre. Gear levers 
straightened and a sore thumb he lined up for the start, 15 riders in total for his start with several local rid-
ers from the NDCLX league which was great to see and plenty of people shouting for them.  
 
The course, whilst reasonably flat had its challenges – 12" high hurdles, a sand pit, several stretches of 
road / tarmac foot paths and some nice chicanes on slopes. With a poor start, struggling to clip in he 
dropped down the leader board but within half a lap he was up in 9th or 10th. A couple of laps later and he 
was in 6th and pulling away from local rider Josh Waters and 2 others. Then disaster, into the bend which 
led to the hurdles the front wheel decided to have a mind of its own and Ollie was on the floor. 3 riders went 
past including Grace Garner. Back on the bike with a bent derailleur / rear hanger he made it to the pits and 
exchanged for the spare bike. 1 ½ laps to go and hunting those who had over taken him down, he man-
aged to overtake Grace but couldn’t quite manage to catch the other 2 who went over the finish line se-
conds in front of him. Who knows where he would have come without the fall. Never mind better luck next 
time at least there were no broken bones.
